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1. Introduction

The Government of India established the National Board of Examinations
in Medical Sciences (NBEMS) in 1975 with the objective of improving the
guality of the Medical Education by establishing high and uniform standards
of postgraduate examinations in modern medicine on an all India basis and
utilizing existing infrastructure for capacity building. NBEMS at present
conducts postgraduate and postdoctoral examinations in approved
specialties leading to the award of Diplomate of National Board (DNB) and
Doctorate of National Board (DrNB) respectively. The Examinations
conducted by NBEMS provide a common standard and mechanism of
evaluation of minimum level of attainment of the knowledge and
competencies of medical specialties. Moreover, intra country and
international comparisons are facilitated with the availability of common
evaluation mechanism. The notification issued in the Gazette of India for
gualifications awarded by National Board of Examinations in Medical

Sciences are available under Annexure - I.

Information for candidates

DNB - Final is an exit examination leading to the award of DNB qualification
in respective discipline. NBEMS conduct DNB Final Examination biannually
every year.

The next session of DNB Final Theory Examination shall be held in
December 2025 as per schedule detailed under Important Dates and
Scheme of Examination. This examination shall be conducted only for Broad
specialties.

A candidate registered with NBEMS as a DNB trainee and obtaining
requisite period of training as prescribed by NBEMS & fulfilling other
eligibility criteria as stated in the Information Bulletin may appear for the DNB
Final examination.

Candidates should go through this bulletin carefully for eligibility criteria
before applying. Queries pertaining to eligibility and other issues will only be
entertained if the information requested is not given in the bulletin of
information or NBEMS website https://natboard.edu.in

No Queries of the Guardians / Parents / Spouse will be entertained on
telephone with regard to the eligibility and disclosure of the results.

The list of broad specialties in which examination will be conducted in
December 2025 can be seen at Annexure-Il.

Candidates are deemed to have read, agreed and accepted the Information
Bulletin and the terms and conditions in the Information Bulletin for DNB
Final Examination December 2025 on completing the online submission of
application form.

As per the Gazette No. CG-DL-E-10092025-266044 dt. 09-09-2025,
NBEMS is allowed to perform authentication and is permitted the use
of Aadhaar number during authentication for establishing identity of
Aadhaar number holder.

2.12. A candidate can submit the application form only once. If a candidate is
found to have submitted more than one application form for DNB Final
Examination December 2025, NBEMS may issue admit card to the
application bearing higher order Application number (application ID) and
cancel other application(s) forfeiting the fee for them. In an event any unfair
practice is detected by NBEMS at any stage of examination/ admission
process, NBEMS may cancel the candidature of such candidates and debar
them from appearing in any examinations conducted by NBEMS as per
provisions of the Unfair Means Guidelines.

DNB Final is a two-stage examination comprising of theory and
practical examination. The list of Specialties in which candidates
can undertake DNB Final examination - December 2025 is
mentioned

at Annexure-lIl.

An eligible candidate who has qualified the theory examination is
permitted to appear in the practical examination. Those who fail
to qualify the theory examination are required to reappear in the
theory examination.

The practical examination of the session in which the candidate
qualifies the theory examination shall be the mandatory first
attempt. This shall be counted as ‘First Attempt’ irrespective of
whether the candidate choose to appear or remain absent. A
candidate wunsuccessful in the first attempt of practical
examination or remaining absent in first attempt is permitted to
undertake two more attempt(s) of practical examinations. These
two attempts shall be any two practical examinations conducted
in next three consecutive sessions of DNB Final (Broad Specialty)
Examinations.

Example: Candidates qualifying theory examination of
December 2025 shall appear for their first attempt in the practical
exams immediately following the theory examination of that
session compulsorily and in the event of they not passing this
practical examination, the candidate(s) may take any two
attempts at the practical exams of next three consecutive
sessions of examination as and when conducted.

Absenteeism from Practical Examination after successful
submission of application is counted as an attempt.
Candidates who would fail to qualify the practical examination in
all permissible attempts shall be required to reappear in the theory
examination.
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4.2. Examination (Broad Specialties):
4.2.1. Theory Examination

e The theory examination comprises of four papers, maximum
marks 100 each.

e There are 10 short notes of 10 marks each, in each of the
papers.

e The number of short notes and their respective marks
weightage may vary in some subjects / some papers.

e Maximum time permitted is 3 hours.

e Candidate must score at least 200 / 400 in the aggregate of 4
papers to qualify the theory examination. The grand total of
marks obtained in Final theory examination shall be a whole
number. Accordingly, aggregate marks of all theory papers
obtained in decimals of 0.5 or more shall be rounded up to the
next higher whole number. Further, aggregate marks of all
theory papers obtained in decimals of less than 0.5 shall be
rounded down to the nearest whole number. There shall be no
“rounding off” of marks obtained in individual theory papers.

The grand total of marks
obtained in Final practical examination shall be a whole
number. Accordingly, aggregate marks of all components of
practical examination obtained in decimals of 0.5 or more shall
be rounded up to the next higher whole number. Further,
aggregate marks of all components of practical examination
obtained in decimals of less than 0.5 shall be rounded down to
the nearest whole number. There shall be no “rounding off” of
marks obtained in individual components of practical

There is no provision for grace marks in Practical examination.

There are a maximum of Three attempts that can be availed
by a candidate for Practical Examination.

First attempt is the practical examination following immediately
after the declaration of theory results in the same session.

Second and Third attempt in practical examination shall be
permitted out of the next three sessions of DNB Final
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Examinations; after payment of full examination fees as may
be prescribed by NBEMS.

e Absentation from Practical Examination after successful
submission of application is counted as an attempt. The First
practical examination after qualifying theory examination
shall be compulsorily counted as first attempt whether the
candidate appears in it or not.

e Requests for Change in center/date of examination are not
entertained, as the same is not permissible. Candidates are
required not to canvass with NBEMS for the same. However,
in exceptional situations of High risk / advanced pregnancy,
NBEMS considers requests for allocating practical centres in
vicinity provided that such requests are made before
announcement of practical centres and are duly supported
with medical documents.

e Such requests should be substantiated with relevant medical
documents clearly mentioning the nature of risk, gestational
age, EDD and other relevant findings duly signed by the
treating obstetrician. Requests without substanstative
documents shall not be considered under any circumstances.

e NBEMS shall only consider such requests subject to the
availability of the examination centres in vicinity and other
logistics.

e NBEMS reserves the right to allocate practical examination
centers to candidates anywhere in India and the practical
examination centers allotted shall be final and binding on the
candidates, even if the requests are made as mentioned
above.

e The final result of a DNB Broad Specialty trainee in the DNB
Final Exit Examination will be declared only after acceptance
of his/her Thesis by the NBEMS. In case, the Thesis is not
accepted, the result will be kept withheld.

e NBEMS reserves its right to make amendment to the scheme
of practical examination with prior intimation to the applicant
candidates.
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4.3. Eligibility (Broad Specialty)

e Submission of Training Completion Certificate indicating
details of leave taken during DNB training for DNB trainees is
an essential pre-requisite. In case the candidate does not
submit the training Completion certificate (as per applicable
format given in Annexure Il & 1V) along with the application
form, his/her application shall be rejected and fees forfeited.
Request for extension in cutoff date for completion of training
for the purpose of eligibility determination for DNB final
Examination shall not be considered.
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e Candidates who have completed their DNB training while
applying for DNB Final Examination shall be required to
submit Final Training Completion Certificate (FTCC) as per

format prescribed in Annexure - [|V. Such candidates
submitting PTCC shall not be allowed to appear in the
examination.

e Candidates whose DNB training is ongoing while
applying for DNB Final Examination shall be required to
submit Provisional Training Completion Certificate (PTCC)
as per format in Annexure-lll. The PTCC must confirm that
the candidate would be able to complete his/her training by the
prescribed cut-off, after taking into consideration all leave
taken vis-a-vis the maximum permissible leave as per NBEMS
leave rules and the required period of extension, if any. Such
candidates are required to submit Final Training Completion
Certificate (FTCC) as per format in Annexure-lIV
immediately on completion of their training. Such
candidates shall be provisionally allowed to appear for DNB
Final Examination subject to completion of their DNB training
by the prescribed cut-off date.

e Candidates who submit their Provisional TCC with correct
leave details projecting their training completion on/before the
prescribed cut-off date for the examination, happen to avalil
more leave after applying for the examination due to some
unforeseen reasons which might take their training beyond the
prescribed cutoff date, shall NOT be declared INELIGIBLE for
the examination.

e If such a candidate qualifies the theory and practical
examination, his/her Provisional Certificate shall only be
issued on completion of his/her DNB training and submission
of Final TCC to this effect.

e If such a candidate qualifies theory examination but fails to
qgualify the practical examination, his/her candidature for
theory examination shall remain valid and he/she shall be
allowed to appear in the next remaining attempt(s) of practical
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examination, provided that he/she completes his/her DNB
training before the next attempt of practical examination.

e However, candidates who at any stage are found to have
misrepresented / failed to disclose the complete details of
leave taken by them, in their Provisional TCC, shall be
declared INELIGIBLE on failing to complete their training
on/before the prescribed cut-off date for the examination.
Candidature of such candidates for DNB Final Examination
shall stand cancelled and result, if any declared, shall be
treated as null and void. It is the responsibility of candidate to
furnish approval of NBEMS for leave availed by them
wherever it was required to have been obtained from NBEMS.

4.3.2. MD/MS Qualified Candidates:

e Candidates who have passed the final examination, on or
before 30-09-2025, leading to the award of a Post Graduate
Degree (MD/MS), from an Indian University, which is duly
recognized as per provisions of the National Medical
Commission (NMC) Act, 2019 can apply for the DNB Final
examination in the same broad specialty.

e As per the MoHFW letter No. C.18018/11/2021-MEP dated
30-04-2021, the FCPS qualifications awarded by the College
of Physicians and Surgeons, Mumbai are not equivalent to
either MD or MS courses. Accordingly, candidates possessing
FCPS qualifications awarded by the College of Physicians
and Surgeons, Mumbai are not eligible to apply for DNB Final
Examinations.

e Submission of proof of having qualified final examination for
MD/MS degree on or before 30-09-2025, is an essential
prerequisite. In case the candidate does not submit the
requisite proof of qualifying final examination for MD/MS
degree by the prescribed cut-off date, his/ her candidature
shall be cancelled & fees forfeited.
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4.4. Thesis Submission to NBEMS

e As per NBEMS norms, writing a thesis is essential for all DNB trainee s
towards partial fulfilment of eligibility for award of DNB degree
certificate.

e DNB trainees who would fail to submit their theses to NBEMS for
assessment by 30-09-2025 are not eligible to apply for DNB Final
Theory Examination — December 2025.

e The status of thesis submission / acceptance, as may be applicable,
shall be verified the time of submission of online application for DNB
Final Theory Examination.

Requests without
substanstative documents shall not be considered under any circumstances.
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e NBEMS shall only consider such requests subject to the availability of the
examination centres in vicinity and other logistics.

e NBEMS reserves the right to allocate practical examination centers to

S.0. 4085(E).—Whereas the use of Aadhaar number to establish identity enables individuals to receive
subsidies, benefits and services in a convenient and seamless manner, obviates the need for multiplicity of documents
to establish identity, simplifies processes and promotes transparency and efficiency:

And whereas the Central Government in the Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology
(hereinafter referred to as the said Ministry), after consultation with the Unique Identification Authority of India
(UIDAI), had allowed vide its letter no. e€.F.No.13(2)/2020-EG.II dated 29.07.2025 to the National Board of
Examination in Medical Sciences (NBEMS), Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (hereinafter referred to as the
said Ministry or the said Department or the said Agency), Government of India (hereinafter referred to as the said
Government) for the purposes prescribed under sub-rule (1) of rule 3 of the Aadhaar Authentication for Good
Governance (Social Welfare, Innovation, Knowledge) Rules, 2020 (hereinafter referred to as the said rules) that the
said Government/Ministry/Department/Agency may be allowed to perform authentication and be permitted the use of
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Aadhaar number during authentication for establishing identity of Aadhaar number holder and notify the same under
rule 5 of the said rules read with sub-clause (ii) of clause (b) of sub-section (4) of section 4 of the Aadhaar (Targeted
Delivery of Financial and Other Subsidies, Benefits and Services) Act, 2016 (hereinafter referred to as the Act).

And whereas, the Aadhaar authentication shall be performed for verifying identity of candidates during
various stages of national level medical examinations conducted by the said agency, using Yes/No or/and eKYC
authentication facilities (hereinafter referred to as the said purpose) as prescribed under sub-rule (1) of rule 3 of the
said rules and the performance of Aadhaar authentication for the said purpose shall be on voluntary basis and that the
said Ministry/Department/Agency shall perform the Aadhaar authentication only for the said purpose.

Now, therefore, in pursuance of rule 5 of the said rules read with sub-clause (ii) of clause (b) of sub-section
(4) of section 4 of the Act, the Central Government through the said Ministry/Department/entity hereby notifies the
following, namely:—

1. 1. The Ministry/Department/Agency, as provided in the Act, shall obtain the consent of the Aadhaar number
holder for the purpose of authentication herein.

2. As per sub-rule (2) of rule 3 of the said rules, Aadhaar authentication is on voluntary basis the
Ministry/Department/Agency shall inform to the Aadhaar number holder of alternate and viable means of
identification and shall not deny any service to the Aadhaar number holder for refusing to, or being unable to, undergo
Aadhaar authentication namely,

a. Permanent Account Number (PAN) card

b. Passport

C: Voter Identity Card

d. Driving License issued by the Licensing Authority under the Motor Vehicle Act, 1988.

2. This notification is being issued in supersession of Gazette Notification No S.0O. 3867(E) of Government of
India dated 22nd August, 2025 and shall come into effect from the date of its publication in the official Gazette.
