The prime objectives of NBEMS is to elevate the standards of post
graduate medical education in modern medicine and conducting
examinations of high standard on an all India basis.

NBEMS provides a common national standard for evaluation of minimum
level of attainment of the knowledge and competencies of post graduate

DNB-PDCET 2025 is the ranking examination for admission to various
Post Diploma DNB courses of 2025 admission session.

DNB-PDCET 2025 will be conducted by NBEMS on a computer-based
platform. Verification of documents of the candidates shall be
undertaken at the time of counseling/admission process.

Candidate may kindly note that appearance in DNB-PDCET 2025 does
not confer any automatic rights to secure a Post Diploma DNB seat in
a NBEMS accredited hospital/institute.

Candidates are advised to read the Information Bulletin carefully and
go through the instructions regarding submission of online application
form given in the information bulletin as well as on DNB-PDCET 2025
index page on NBEMS website https://natboard.edu.in before
starting online submission process for DNB-PDCET 2025.

Candidates are deemed to have read, agreed and accepted the
Information Bulletin and the terms and conditions in the Information
Bulletin for DNB-PDCET 2025 on completing the online submission of
application form.

Candidate should ensure that all the information entered during the
online submission of application form is correct and factual.
Information provided by the candidates in the online application form
shall be treated as correct and NBEMS will not entertain, under any
circumstances, any request for change in the information provided
by the candidates. The option of editing certain information entered
in the application form shall be available to the candidates during the
edit window.

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2.7. NBEMS itself does not edit /modify/alter any information entered
by the candidates at the time of online submission of application
form under any circumstances.

2.8.1. Edit Window: Candidates who have successfully submitted their
payment for the application during Application Submission
window shall only be allowed to edit their applications during 25"
to 27" February 2025.

2.8.2. Final and Selective Edit Window: Deficiency related to

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shall be intimated to the concerned candidates by NBEMS and
same can be corrected during the final edit window i.e. 07t to
10" March 2025. No further opportunity shall be given to make
corrections. Candidates are advised to submit the images in their
application as per prescribed image upload guidelines. Failure to
submit images as per guidelines and/or failure to rectify the
images shall invite rejection of the application.

2.8.3. Deficiency related to documents uploaded (Proof of
possessing PG Medical Diploma Qualification, Proof of
recognition of PG Medical Diploma Qualification as per provisions
of NMC Act etc) can be rectified by 13t March 2025.

2.9. Application for DNB-PDCET 2025 can only be submitted online through
NBEMS website https://natboard.edu.in There is no other
methodology for application submission. Application submitted
through any other mode shall be summarily rejected.

2.10. A candidate can submit DNB-PDCET 2025 application form only once.
If a candidate is found to have submitted more than one application
form for DNB-PDCET 2025, NBEMS may issue admit card to the
application bearing higher order Application number (application ID)
and cancel other application(s) forfeiting the fee for them. In an event
any unfair practice is detected by NBEMS at any stage of
examination/admission process, NBEMS may cancel the candidature of
such candidates and debar them from appearing in any examinations
conducted by NBEMS as per provisions of the Unfair Means Guidelines.

Eligibility Criteria

The eligibility criteria for admission to Post Diploma DNB Courses of
2 years duration is as follows:

Candidates who have passed the final examination leading to the award
of Post Graduate Diploma from Indian Universities/NBEMS which are
duly recognized as per provisions of the NMC Act 2019 and the
repealed Indian Medical Council Act 1956 can apply for the DNB-PDCET
2025 in the same Broad specialty through online application system at
website https://natboard.edu.in

The result of final examination for the said Post Graduate Diploma
qualification should have been declared on or before 31** January
2025.

Candidates must note that it is mandatory for them to submit proof
/documentary evidence that clearly establishes that the result of the
final examination for their Post Graduate Diploma qualification was
declared on or before the cut-off date i.e. 31st January 2025.

In the event that the proof / documentary evidence submitted by the
candidate does not clearly establishes that the result of the final
examination of his/her Post Graduate Medical Diploma qualification
was declared on or before 31% January 2025, the candidature shall be
cancelled and the candidate shall be declared as ineligible.

Candidates found to be ineligible at any stage of DNB-PDCET 2025 will
not be permitted to appear in the examination and/or counseling. In
an unlikely event of any ineligible candidate appearing and/or being
successful in the DNB-PDCET 2025, the results/ candidature of such
candidate shall be cancelled and/or are deemed to be cancelled.

Requests for appearing in DNB-PDCET 2025 from candidates qualifying
PG Medical Diploma qualification after 31st January 2025 or having
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qualifications that are not recognized as per the NMC Act, 2019 and
the repealed IMC Act, 1956 shall be summarily rejected. Candidates are
further advised not to canvass for the same.

4.7. Candidates already pursuing a MD/MS/DNB course are not eligible to
appear for DNB-PDCET till such time they have completed the duration
of prescribed course or have been discharged from the course. This
shall be irrespective of their resignation or discontinuation from the
course due to any reason.

4.8. Candidates possessing Diploma qualifications awarded by the College
of Physicians and Surgeons (CPS), Mumbai other than DPB, DCH and
DGO are NOT eligible to apply for DNB-PDCET in line with the
clarification received from the Govt of India vide MoHFW letter No.
C.18018/11/2021-MEP dated 30.04.2021.

4.9. Registration with the NMC/ the erstwhile Medical Council of India or
State Medical Council is necessary and its documentary proof should
be furnished by the candidates on the day of examination and at the
time of counseling/admission.

4.10. Eligibility of candidates issued admit card for the examination shall be
purely provisional. Appearing in DNB-PDCET 2025 does not confer any
automatic rights upon the candidate for admission to Post Diploma
DNB courses.

4.11.NBEMS does not verify the information provided by the candidates
during online submission of application form and hence candidature
will be purely provisional subject to fulfilment of eligibility criteria as
mentioned in the Information Bulletin for DNB-PDCET 2025.

DNB-PDCET 2025 shall be conducted in a single day & single session
as a computer based examination on 25™ March 2025.

The level of the questions shall be at the Post Diploma exit examination
in concerned specialty. The examination shall comprise of multiple-
choice questions (MCQs) delivered as a computer-based test (CBT).

The examination shall be a multiple-choice questions test delivered
using computers network (CBT) as per scheme prescribed.

Each question will be having 4 response options/distractors in English
language only. Candidates are required to select the correct/best/most
appropriate response/answer out of the 4 response options provided
in each question.

There shall be a total of 120 MCQs in each question paper from the
concerned specialty covering the entire curriculum relevant to the
Diploma specialty. For e.g. the question paper for admission to Post
Diploma DNB Anaesthesia course shall comprise of all 120 questions
from Anaesthesiology, covering the entire curriculum of Diploma in
Anaesthesiology course.

Total time allotted shall be 120 minutes.

Marking Scheme: Allocation of marks for each MCQ shall be as
follows:

1 Correct Response 4 Marks
2 Incorrect Response 1 Mark shall be deducted
3 Unattempted Question Zero

There shall be 25% negative marking for incorrect answers. No marks
will be deducted for unattempted questions.
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5.9. The question paper for DNB-PDCET will be divided into multiple time
bound sections. For example, if there are 3-time bound sections*
(Section A, B & Q) in the question paper, each Section will have 40
questions and 40 minutes of time allotted for the section. Candidates
would be restricted to proceed to the next section until completion of
the allotted time of the previous section and candidates would not be
allowed to review the questions/modify the responses of a section after
the completion of the allotted time of that section. Questions of the
next section will start automatically after the completion of the allotted
time of the previous section.

The actual number of such time-restricted sections may vary based on the total number
of questions in the question paper and operational feasibility in making such sections.

5.10.Candidates are given an option to mark any question, whether
attempted or not, for review which means that candidate has been
given an option to go through these questions in a section again before
the allotted time to a section ends. Candidates may note that such
questions which are marked for review shall be evaluated as per
the marking scheme mentioned above.

Procedures

Admit Card: Admit cards shall be made live on National Board of
Examination in Medical Sciences website https://natboard.edu.in on
21 March 2025. Admit cards will not be issued to candidates
found ineligible before the conduct of the examination.

Candidates will be informed through SMS/Email alerts and website
notice regarding availability of the admit card on NBEMS website.
Admit card will not be sent to the candidates by Post/Email.

Candidates are required to download their admit card from the NBEMS
website.

TEST DAY PROCEDURES: NBEMS shall be conducting the Computer
Based Test (CBT) in safe and secure environment.

Entry of Candidates as per Timelines given in the Admit Cards:
Candidates are required to report at the ‘Reporting Counter’ of test
venue as per time indicated in their admit cards. The exact entry point
to the test centre (Reporting Counter) and the main gate of venue
might be at a distance. To avoid unforeseen delay in reaching to the
test centre entry point (Reporting Counter), candidates are advised to
reach well in time and familiarise themselves with the exact point of the
entry to test centre in the premises of the venue well in advance. The
reporting counter will close 30 minutes prior to the test start time. Any
delay in arrival to the test centre entry point (Reporting Counter) shall
lead to denial of entry even if the candidate might have arrived to the
premises of venue.

Candidates reporting late or beyond the prescribed time shall not be
allowed to appear in the exam under any circumstances. NBEMS shall
not be responsible for any delayed arrival of the candidate in reaching
the centre due to any reason.

Test Centre Location: Exact address and location of the test centres
shall be indicated in the admit card. Candidates are advised to
familiarise themselves with the test centre and reporting counter
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locations at least one day prior to the examination day and ensure that
they report for the exam as per scheduled time only. Google map
location shall be indicated in the admit card for quick reference only. It
shall be the responsibility of the candidate to confirm the exact location
of the test centre well in advance to avoid any delay in arrival.

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6.13.In case, any candidate reports to the test center with e-Aadhaar Card
with Aadhaar number printed on it or e-PAN card with PAN number
printed on it as proof of identity, the e-Aadhaar Card/e-PAN should be
a good quality colour print out with clearly visible photograph. The
photograph should not have kinks, scratches and stains, and should
definitely match with the candidate presenting the e-Aadhaar Card/e-
PAN. Decision of NBEMS in this regard shall be final”.

** The name on the photo identification must match with the name as
shown on the Admit Card. /f name has changed due to marriage etc
candidate must show the relevant document to substantiate claim for change
in name (Marriage Certificate/Divorcee Decree/ Legal Name Change
Document/ Gazette notification for name change).

DNB-PDCET is a ranking examination and merit list will be generated for
all appeared candidates specialty-wise. There will be no minimum
qualifying criteria either in percentiles or in percentage of marks in the
exam.

DATE OF DECLARATION OF RESULT:

The result for DNB-PDCET 2025 will be declared by 25 April 2025. The
result shall be available at NBEMS website https://natboard.edu.in

Before declaration of the result, any question asked in the DNB-PDCET
Examination can be challenged for technical errors, if any, with
supportive medical literature, in not more than 2 calendar days after
conduct of examination. No claims made beyond 2 calendar days
(excluding the day of exam) of conduct of examination shall be
entertained under any circumstances. No claims pertaining to the
difficulty level of a question shall be entertained.

Counseling and Reservation

Candidates who have secured a merit position in the DNB Post
Diploma Centralized Entrance Test (DNB-PDCET) 2025 conducted by
NBEMS and fulfill the eligibility criteria for admission to DNB (Post
Diploma) courses (2025 admission session) at various NBEMS
accredited Medical Colleges/ Institutions/ Hospitals in India shall
participate in the counseling for allocation of seats purely on merit cum
choice basis.

Centralized merit based counseling shall be conducted by NBEMS for
allotment of Post Diploma DNB seats at NBEMS accredited
Institutions/hospitals/medical colleges in order of specialty specific
merit.

The provisional list of seats in NBEMS accredited hospitals/institutions
shall be available at NBEMS website in due course. Candidates may visit
website of NBEMS website https://natboard.edu.in for Post Diploma
DNB seats accredited in various institutions across the country.
However, the accredited seats shown on the website should not be
treated as seat matrix for DNB-PDCET 2025 counseling. The final seat
matrix of Post Diploma DNB seats going to be offered for 2025
admission session shall be published on NBEMS website before
conduct of DNB-PDCET 2025 counseling.

Status of applicable reservations of Post Diploma DNB seats at
particular Govt. Institution / Medical College shall be provided for
Scheduled Castes (SC), Schedule Tribes (ST), Persons with Disabilities
(PwD), Other Backward Classes (OBC), EWS as per rules, at the time of
counseling. NBEMS has no role whatsoever in deciding the status of
reservation of Post Diploma DNB seats at respective NBEMS accredited
Govt. institutions. This is done by the concerned State
Government/Competant Authority of the concerned Government
Institutions. However, the reservation categories are as per the central
government reservation list.
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11.5. Documentary requirements:

11.5.1. Candidates opting for reserved seats under SC/ST/OBC/EWS
category are required to furnish certificate issued by competent
authority in respect of SC/ST/OBC/EWS.

11.5.2. The prescribed format of Certificate for candidates claiming
reservation is placed at Annexure ll-lll to this bulletin.
